Highways 
Requested a couple of grit bins for Rhigos-              Heol-y-De/Cwrt Twyn Rhyd junction 
Heol-y-Bryn/Heol Esgyn junction 

Put in a request for Heol-y-De, Rhigos to be added to the gritting route. 

There was a temporary road closure scheduled on Foel/Vole Road, between Rhigos to Penderyn for 4th 
December- Defective reinstatement in the Carriageway and Verge. 
Streetcare 
Christmas collection in Hirwaun, Penderyn and Rhigos will be Sunday 28th December. 
 
Community Recycling Centres are open from 8.30am until 4.30pm every day except for a 3.30pm closure on 
24th and 31st December and complete closure on Christmas Day, Boxing Day, New Years Day and re-open on 
Friday 2nd January 2026. 
 
We have shared concerns with the litter bin at the bus stop opposite the Heol-y-Graig junction. 
 
We asked about the possibility of installing street lighting along Rhigos Road, on the way to Rhigos:  
“Unfortunately at this time there is no budget for additional street lighting, your request will be added to others 
for consideration should funding become available in the future… to design and install new street lighting to 
the code of practice along that section of road would cost in the order of £150,000.00.” 
Flooding 
Reported flooding outside Penywaun Farm and Cwm Hwnt Farm. RCT attended to clear the blockages. Outside 
Cwm Hwnt Farm, the drainage channel running across the front was re-cemented and channels put in along 
the front of the Plough Inn to stop ponding. If there are any concerns with the cleanliness of water, this should 
be reported to environmental health. 
Flytipping 
Reported two cases in Rhigos, along Parish Road.  

 
Public buses 
In December, there will be a maximum £1.50 price for a single bus fare. This is for all journeys that start and 
end within Rhondda Cynon Taff. 



 
We have shared concerns to Stagecoach following the reduction of stop buttons on our buses. We have seen 
residents struggling to press buttons that are now further away from where they are sitting. 
 
In addition to Stagecoach, we are glad that Adventure Travel and Davies Coaches are driving through our 
villages in the week and on Sundays.
